Bible Background for the coming Sunday 

February 24, 2013      Luke 13:1-9, 31-35  

Key Verse: ñSo [the vineyard owner] said to the gardener, óSee here! 

For three years I have come looking for fruit on this fig tree, and still I 

find none. Cut it down! Why should it be wasting the soil?ô [The gar-

dener] replied, óSir, let it alone for one more year, until I dig around it 

and put manure on it. If it bears fruit next year, well and good; but if 

not, you can cut it down.ôò Luke 13:7-9 

Time: 27-30 C.E. 

Since Last Week: Jesus continued to teach people how to prepare their 

hearts and minds for God through prayer, trust, action, and faith. He 

made it clear that God could and would come at any time, and that the 

people needed to be alert and prepared.  

Background: Pontius Pilate was a cruel and disrespectful Roman gov-

ernor. He had defiled a Jewish sacrifice by killing Galilean Jews and 

mingling their blood with their sacrifices. Many believed that the Gali-

leans must have sinned greatly to have been punished by God in that 

way. Jesus taught them that everyone needed to repent of all sin, or they 

would be cut off like a fig tree that bore no fruit. 

Community: How do you and your community distinguish ñgoodò 

people from ñbadò people? Are your assessments accurate? Are there 

sins that are unforgivable? How might God respond to those sins and 

those sinners? 

At Home: How do you measure your own goodness? Are there sins 

you need to confess to God? Are there sins God has already forgiven 

that you need to let go?
