Update on the Schroeder Family,  10 months after Daveôs disappearance  

It will be 10 months on July 22nd since Dave went missing.  At this point, there are no leads and the searches 

which have been performed did not produce any answers either.  In fact, there is nothing to go on at all.  This 

fact has me concerned and wondering what really happened. 

Our family is adjusting to life without Dave in it, and we felt the Memorial service gave us the closure we have 

needed, minus the fact we have no idea where his body is. 

Because he has not been found, we are unable to claim any life insurance, social security benefits, sell any 

property with his name on the title, making it hard financially.  I was finally given the okay to have another 

adult placed in our home, with many specific requirements from the agency I worked with.  I did get a place-

ment, but after causing much damage to my house and causing great emotional stress on all of us because 

of his diagnosis, I had no choice but to let him go.  This also means I will more than likely not get another 

placement, but with the situation, I had to choose my family first. 

This once again brings me to the place of not being able to provide for our family.  After speaking to many 

agencies in the state to see if theyôd be able to help, given the situation, I am told there is no help for our fam-

ily.  There isnôt proof of a crime.  Dave has not been declared dead.  It takes 7 years from the date of disap-

pearance to warrant a death certificate and even then, it has to be proven you did your best to try to find the 

missing person. 

Jacobôs nursing cares have been cut because of numerous reasons given by the state, and because his blad-

der and bowels donôt work on their own, the cares he needs requirement a RN to legally do them at any facili-

ty he would be at.  My only choice would be to place Jacob into a group home and allow the state to care for 

him and if anyone truly knows me, I could never let that happen.  Therefore, we are literally stuck between a 

rock and a hard place. 

I know that this is all overwhelming to read, imagine living it every second of the day and then add the emo-

tional feelings I have toward Dave and Jacob, as well as the other boys.  Itôs not a cut and dry easy decision 

to make.  I am open to talk to others about this if you have questions, but mostly I need your prayers that 

somehow God will lead our family out of this nightmare.
