Sneak Peek Genesis 15:1-6 
Last week we left off with Eve caving into temptation and thus 
the first sin.  Even after this God continues to be a promise 
keeper.  This week we hear of God's promise to Abram (later 
named Abraham) to have descendants to match the number of 
stars in the sky.  In this promise God includes each one of 
us.  Its His loving plan for Abram and all his descendants.  This 
story is a reminder to us all of how God cares for us as a 
community, families, and individuals not just as humanity in 
general.  He cares for each and every one of us.  We sit under 
the same star filled sky as God's people faithful and loved.   
 

Families hear over and how important it is to dedicate time to 
spend together.  We know how important family meals, 
bedtime rituals, and family free time are.  Likewise, as 
members of the body of Christ each and every one of us are a 
part of God's family that began so long ago.  As a part of God's 
family we are called into fellowship to others in His family.  Just 
as we set aside time with our immediate family we are to 
spend time with others in God's family.  Fellowship with other 
believers does not only mean the 15 minutes having coffee 
and treats after worship (although that is a great place to 
start).  We can all work to extend a hand of fellowship to others 
in the family of God. With beautiful fall days upon us invite 
another family at church to visit the apple orchard, go for a fall 
hike, or spend a cool evening around the campfire gazing at 
the star filled sky just as Abraham did.

Suggestions for Welcoming a 
New Pastor 

 

1. Pray for him daily. There is no greater 
comfort for a pastor than knowing people are 
praying for him.  
 

2. Love and honor his family. This includes 
helping them acclimate to the community. 
The family is out of their comfort zone and 
pulled in so many directions. Let him have 
adequate time at home. Let the family time 
be honored as much as his church time.  
 

3. Tell him your name & wear your name 
tag.  Learning names can be difficult. So in-
troduce yourself and make sure you wear 
your name tag during service. Give him am-
ple time to learn your name. 
 

4. Donôt gossip. If you donôt understand 
something, ask church leaders such as the 
Vision Board or Call Committee. Donôt propa-
gate misunderstandings. Be a positive voice 
for the future of Journey Lutheran. Stop gos-
sip and rumors as soon as you hear them. 
 

5. Be encouraging. Offer assistance to the 
new pastor and mean it. 
 

6. Introduce him to other leaders. In the 
church and in the community, it is helpful if 
the pastor know who the influencers are that 
he will encounter during his ministry.  
 

7. Let him set his pace. It will take a while 
for him to figure out his stride and adapt to 
our way of doing things. Be understanding. 
He may not place priority where you think it 
needs to be placed. He may not introduce 
change as fast as you want him to, or it may 
seem too fast. But have faith that it will all 
work out. 
 

8. Donôt offer a million suggestions. There 
will be time for making any necessary chang-
es, but he needs time to learn how Journey 
works. Let him learn who we are as a church 
before offering up new ideas. 
 

9. Donôt prejudge. A pastor is only human 
and he will make mistakes. Donôt assume, 
based on his history or your expectations of 
him, that he will perform a certain way. He 
may. He may not. 
 

10. Keep an open mind. Change is never 
easy. Keep loving and supporting our new 
pastor, even though he is new to us. God 
brought him here and God wants to use him 
here. Let God do as He intended.

Bible Background for the coming Sunday 
Genesis 15:1-6 

Read:  Read the key verses from Sundayôs reading. 
ñHe brought him outside and said, ñLook toward heaven and 
count the stars, if you are able to count them.ò Then he said to 
him, ñSo shall your descendants be.ò And he believed the Lord; 
and the Lord reckoned it to him as righteousnessò Genesis 15:5-6 
 

Study: Study the reading and consider the background. 
After years of no discernible fulfillment to Godôs promise of de-
scendants, Abram is losing heart. What will it take to restore his 
faith?  
 

Read: Read the following daily readings to deepen  
your understanding of Sundayôs text. After the reading,  
ask the follow-up questions. 

   Sunday: Abrahamôs Descendants, Genesis 15:1-6 
   Monday: Abrahamôs Sacrifice, Genesis 22:1-19 
   Tuesday: Isaac and Rebekah, Genesis 24:1-67 
   Wednesday: Jacob Steals Esauôs Blessing, Genesis 27:1-29 
   Thursday: Jacob Marries Leah, then Rachel, Genesis 29:9-30 
   Friday: Jacob Wrestles an Angel, Genesis 32:22-32 
   Saturday: The Rape of Dinah, Genesis 34:1-31 
How do the people in these stories try to take matters into 
their own hands? 
 

Connect: Connect in conversation with others in your household. 
Discuss the following questions, or simply check in with ñHighsò 
and ñLows.ò  
  What was a high point of your day? What was a low point? 
  Where do you see people in your community trying to take  
     matters into their own hands? Where do you see God acting 
     on their behalf? 
   What has God promised you? How might you live and behave  
      this week knowing that those promises are upheld?
